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· Arrive at 9:00am

· Place all materials in the room and assemble the desks so that the students must face the projectors.

· Have someone prepared to hand out volunteer sign ups, student name tags, and worksheets.


· Instruct volunteers to assist students that ask for help, or seem distracted.
     
· Highway overpasses are bridges too, ask if they’ve seen any bridges and where
· Make sure to give them the bridge capacity statistics (1800 cars per hour)


· Point out common units like lbs, minutes, miles
· Make sure to differentiate between weight and mass


· While students eat, return to classroom and redistribute desks so that there can be teams facing each other
· Distribute the supplies for the first activity

· During the “Now you try it!” sections ensure that lunch is organized

· After making sure that all the kids are outside, two or three volunteers should return to the room to set up for the bridge activity

· Make sure none of the students have food allergies to the lunch that is being provided and that the YMCA staff know what’s going on



· Designate two volunteer judges that will not be aiding the teams but will be counting costs and handling the weights

· Assist the students in clarifying the rules and procedures
· Make sure that the bucket is aligned in the way that will minimize the chances of the bridges breaking (centered)

· Each team should have a calculator to add up costs


· Make sure each child has arrangements to return to a caretaker

· Hand out certificates

· Congratulate students

· Hand out prices

· Return room to normal state
